1
DAILY ROUTINE
1.1
Master Teaching Plan

For uniformity, the Master Teaching Plan form has been designed and can be obtained from the Head of Department.

Preparation for the lesson to be covered should be complete. During the preparation of the lesson plan, teacher should find different approaches to present the topic by discussing with fellow teachers, looking at the different approaches in books dealing with the topic.

1.2
Master Teaching File

This is a compilation of the Master Teaching Plans.

Please take note that the Master Teaching File will be randomly checked by the Head of Department or the Unit Head or the Principal. Failure in keeping the Master Teaching File in order may affect teacher’s assessment report.

1.3
Classroom management : Check for classroom atmosphere :

1.3.1
greet the students, even if they don’t greet you first 

1.3.2
is the classroom in order?  – tables and chairs neatly arranged; no rubbish on the floor, etc. Comment on the untidiness of the classroom, if necessary

1.3.3
are students ready for the lesson? 

· are they still moving around restlessly? 

· do they acknowledge your presence? 

· start the lesson on a light note, easing into your lesson. Use set-induction or light humor to draw the students’ attention

1.4
Students’ attendance 

In the class, students’ attendance must be checked:

1.4.1
the attendance sheet should be marked neatly and signed in the appropriate spaces. 

1.4.2
Teacher should also have his / her own record of his / her students’ attendance in his / her lesson plan or attendance file

1.4.3
if a student is late or absent, make a note in the attendance sheet. Teacher should take appropriate action on the student as soon as possible

1.4.4
Frequent tardiness or absence from class should be investigated and formal report should be given to the Head of Department, the Unit Head and the JPPK   

1.5
Rapid check for understanding  

During the lesson, the teacher must do a rapid check for understanding of the lesson. Feedback from the class is needed for the teacher to respond and take the next line of action, if necessary. This can be done by :

1.5.1
looking at the students’ facial expression – blank faces should worry the teacher. Sleepy faces show that students might be exhausted or bored.

1.5.2
observing the classroom atmosphere – is it lively and are most students participating? 

1.5.3
asking them, orally, short and simple questions for which quick short answers are expected. 

1.5.4
giving class assignments which can be done in groups and then checked by the members of the group using teacher’s marking scheme or teacher can collect one sample from each group to mark. Assignments must be marked and returned to students promptly 

1.5.5
giving pop quizzes which teacher can mark quickly 

1.5.6
giving topic tests which can really distinguish students who understood the lesson from those who did not. Topic Tests must be marked and given back to students

1.6
Teaching Technique

1.6.1
Teacher must update his / her teaching technique using different approaches to a particular topic

1.6.2
Using guided worksheets after the principles and concepts have been introduced to cover the concept in greater detail 

1.7
Study groups

1.7.1
Study group is an effective learning process – it helps retention and  understanding. 

1.7.2
Students will be assigned study groups with subject teachers’ help

1.7.3
Study groups should be the same for all subjects

1.7.4
Students should be encouraged to work in the study group assigned to them, eg:


guided worksheets to be given to each group to solve after principles and concepts have been introduced. Students will learn more if they have to find the details of the concepts introduced by the teacher.


teachers should encourage students to do note-building in their respective groups. Assign each group to a topic and check the notes that they have done


take-home assignments can be given to be done as a group. When teacher gives an assignment, he / she  needs only to mark five samples, one from each group, instead of twenty-five. The number of assignments can also be doubled.   

2
WEEKLY ROUTINE
2.1
Consultation

2.1.1
Teacher must have two slots a week in his / her timetable for Consultation  and must be present during that slot. This slot may be assigned by the Timetable Committee or determined by teacher

2.1.2
Teacher must identify students who need to see him / her for consultation

2.1.3
Teacher then allocates the time or date and the venue that the above students must see him / her. Teacher can take action if these students fail to see him / her at the appointed date and time

2.1.4
At the same time, teacher must also encourage other students to see him / her. Teacher can see a group of 3 – 4 students at one time just to check if they have any problems. Consultations need not be long. 

2.2
Enrichment Classes

These classes should address the weaknesses of a group of students. They are not to be regarded as extra classes which Teacher uses to complete the syllabus. 

2.2.1
Teacher must identify students who need to be in the Enrichment classes - feedback from the pop quizzes, class assignments or topic tests. Priority to be given to these students

2.2.2
Each Enrichment Class must not have more than 10 students 

2.2.3
Teacher should prepare to teach the Enrichment Classes or else students will take advantage and use it as an excuse for not attending the classes

2.2.4
It is not necessary that the class teacher should teach the Enrichment classes:

· it can be a team effort. Teachers can take turns teaching, according to topics, for instance

· the most experienced teacher or a senior teacher should take the responsibility of teaching these classes 

2.2.5
Attendance for the Enrichment Class must be noted and absentees must be dealt with by the Enrichment Class teacher. If all efforts fail, the case will be referred to the JPPK

2.3
Peer Group Teaching

2.3.1
Teacher identifies the high-achievers and the low-achievers in the class - using the Topic Tests and quizzes. 

2.3.2
Teacher assigns high-achievers to tutor a particular subject to a few ( 2 – 3 ) low-achievers.  

2.3.3
A tutor can only be assigned to one subject and one group of low-achievers. 

2.3.4
Teachers are to monitor the peer-groups, getting feedback:

· regarding the dates and time they meet;

· the response of both parties;

· topics being discussed 

· progress of the ‘pupils’ – giving short quiz on the topic being discussed and comparing with the previous results  

2.4
Master Teaching File

A record of the master teaching plans must be filed and constantly updated        ( preferably weekly).

2.5
Preparation of the Handbook

Teacher is expected to compile worksheets, assignments and teaching notes for the Subject Handbook. Thus, the Handbook will be prepared on a continuous and on-going basis ( the deadline for handing in of the subject Handbook is 31st March , 1999)

2.6

CAS  POLICIES  AND  ACTIVITIES

A) STUDENT

1. Every student is required to be involved in at least 2 but not more than 3 CAS activities at any  time as follows:

i) Year 1 :
a) External CAS – Compulsory  any one External CAS 





b) Internal CAS – Compulsory one sport-activity. Any 

                                                                       addition, choose one non-sport activity.



ii) Year 2: Internal CAS only- Compulsory one sport-activity and one
                                                 non-sport activity. Any addition, choose 

                                                 one non-sport activity.

2. Each student is required to be involved in CAS activities for 2 – 3 hours every week.

3. Teacher/Staff acting as advisor is the one evaluating student’s performance in any particular CAS activity.

4. Student and/or advisor  must come out with project(s) integrating the 3 elements of CAS (Creativity, Action & Service).

5. Student is required to complete a brief CAS report (Activity Evaluation Log) and submit it to his/her respective CAS advisor within 3 days to be endorsed/signed. This has to be done after the completion of each CAS session/activity. Advisors reserve the right to penalise any late submission of CAS reports. 

6. Students are required to complete and hand-in all CAS reports and other related forms to the CAS Coordinator when requested to do so.

7. Students are encouraged to participate in social service activities (personal CAS) during semester break to enrich their CAS records/experiences. Examples of activities can be interacting with orphans at an orphanage or with the handicapped. Helping out at clinics and hospitals is also an excellent example.

B. ADVISOR

1. All advisors are monitored by CAS Coordinator.

2. All advisors(Internal and External CAS advisors) are required:

a) to manage CAS activity as  part of their official duties.

b) to monitor, lead and guide students when necessary.

c) to be present at every important meeting so as to be an effective advisor.

d) to approve/endorse each student’s participation  in CAS activity by signing the CAS report(Activity Evaluation Log) sent to him/her.

e) to decide and allocate appropriate number of CAS hours (based on the nature of CAS activity) and record it on students’ CAS reports and ensure that all CAS reports are returned  to them.  

f) to advise students on visits and the completion of relevant documents (proposal, booking forms, etc) and be with them as accompanying teacher.

g) to keep records of activities and students’ participation so as to make them available upon request.

h) to be fully responsible for students’ safety during CAS activity .

i) to carry out other duties as requested from time to time.

C.  IMPLEMENTATION
1. Implementation of CAS activities (Internal and External) is according to the schedule provided, including Saturdays.

2. Priority of using sports facilities would be given to those registered CAS activities only.

D. FINANCE
1. All CAS activities are encouraged to generate their own fund. Bear in mind that collection of donation from anyone is strictly prohibited.

2. Financial assistance would be approved by college management based on suitability and level of activity.

3. Application for financial assistance must be done via the preparation of working paper.

4. Application forms and working paper must be submitted to the CAS Coordinator at least 3 weeks before required date.
